some limited help from coaches) will choose their own music and costume and choreograph their own program.

Skaters are responsible for choreographing and practicing on their own. There will NOT be any official IllumiSkate
practices or dress rehearsal.

Registration: Attached form due by Dec. 13 at 8:15 pm. Forms can placed in the manilla folder marked, “lllumiSkate”
outside the Pro’s office. All skaters must register. Walk-ons will not be allowed.

Music: Music should be of a winter, holiday or New Year’s theme, a length of 1:00-1:15 for Pre-Alpha - Delta skaters and
up to 1:30 for FS1 - 10 skaters. Music should be on a CD and marked with skater’s name, music title and length. In the
event two skaters select the same music, the Show Director may require a different selection of the skater whose
registration form was received on the latest date.

Music cutting and editing: If you have any additional questions or need additional help with your music, please contact
Raleigh Weld at raleighweld@sgsaparade.com by Dec 13.

Choreography: Skaters are responsible for their program choreography. Some coaches may help their skaters; please
check with your coach. Skaters should have a prepared program. This is not intended to be an improvisational exhibition.

Practice: Skaters can utilize their regular Contract or Pro’s ice sessions for choreographing and practice. All regular ice
session rules regarding music, props, etc will be in effect. Check with your coach if you have questions.

Props: Props are allowed. They should be able to be carried on and off the ice by the skaters and cannot include anything
that could potentially alter the surface of the ice or cause injury (heat, liquids, sharp objects, etc.)

Costumes: Costumes should generally be of a theme to match the holiday and/or music.
Arrival Time: Skaters should arrive and check-in music by 6:30 and be ready to go on the ice at 7:00.

Warm Up Ice Time: There will be 10 minutes of warm up ice. Pre-Alpha - FS2 skaters will warm up from 7:00-7:05 and
FS3 - FS10 skaters will warm up from 7:05 - 7:10. (This may be adjusted base on actual registrations.)

Lighting: Skaters will be skating with the lights off and with luminaries on the ice.

Spectators: Skaters are encouraged to invite friends and family members. There will be no admission charge and
refreshments and holiday goodies will be served in the lobby after the performance.

Show Order: The order of skaters will be determined by the Show Director and will be emailed by Dec. 23.
Program/Announcing: Programs will be available at the door and an announcer will introduce each skater.
